GENERAL STUDIO INFORMATION

Payment:

e You are registering for a dance season that runs 36 weeks over
10 months, September -June.

e Monthly payments equal 1/10 of the annual cost and may not
necessarily reflect the number of actual classes each given
month.

e Each dancer registering for Full Year classes will be charged a
Registration fee of $40 + GST upon registration.

» Dancers will be charged a recital costume fee of $125
+GST/PST. One costume fee will be charged for each class
(only one fee will be charged for multiple ballet classes).
Please note that this in a purchase fee, not arental fee. The
costume will be yours to enjoy after year end recital.

e A pre-authorized monthly payment is due on the 1st of each
month from September to June.
